Plagiarism:
The purpose of English is to nurture your critical thinking and individual voice as a writer. 
Writing assignments are key to the learning process as they develop your thinking and help teachers
assess your learning. 

While a variety of tools (such as the Internet, AI, ChatGPT) are available and helpful in some situations, it is
important that you submit work which is your own writing and thinking, rather than work originating from
another source. 

You bear the burden of proof that ANY assignment is your own writing and thinking. If your teacher
questions the authorship, in order to earn credits, you can:
